As the new school year approaches the TeamMates Mentoring Program of Bennington would like to
remind you about our organization. We will be starting our third year in Bennington. Our first mentors

and mentees met in January of 2015. When the 2017 school year finished we had a total of 39 mentor/
mentee matches. We would like to achieve a goal of 60 matches.

Any Bennington student in grades 3-11 is eligible to be part of this program. Students can nominated by
themselves, their parents or their teacher. We encourage both students and parents to consider the
benefits of this program. For more information feel free to talk to the guidance counselor at your
school. Having a mentor empowers young people to make smart choices that put them on a path to
making better life decisions. It also lets them know that there are other caring adults in their
community interested in encouraging them to do their best. Here are just a few of the interesting
statistics that support why mentoring is important to students. A student with a mentor

is 52% less likely than their peers to skip a day of school

* 5 55% more likely to enroll in college

* 5 81% more like to be involved in extracurricular activities at their school
* i5 78% more likely to volunteer regularly in their communities

We are also anticipating having several new mentee candidates at the start of the new school year. If
you are interested please consider these thoughts. When you mentor a child you give them confidence,
inspire positive choices, and give them hope for a better future. All it takes is a little bit of your time.
Mentors come from all walks of life. They can be young adults or retired individuals. What they have is
a common desire to positively influence young people. All it takes is meeting with a student 30-45
minutes a week during the school year. Many mentors have expressed how the program benefits their
lives from becoming better listeners to being more engaged in their own children’s and grandchildren’s
lives, to gaining a sense of pride in seeing their mentee overcome obstacles. The TeamMate::I Mentoring
Program makes a positive impact on everyone involved.
